108/07   DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL INTEREST

Declarations of a personal nature from Members in respect of items on this agenda.

Cllr Mrs Bradbury – Well Dressing, Penistone Scouts letter. Cllr P Hand-Davis – Penistone Scouts

109/07   REPORT OF BARNSLEY MEMBERS 

Cllr Hand Davis reported that the budget meeting is looking at a tax increase of 3.9%. More traffic wardens are needed to deal with the car parking problems in Penistone.  Cllr Marsh added that there has been an increase in complaints relating to dog fouling and litter, particularly on the Trans Pennine Trail. The youth discos are not getting the numbers they had hoped for and may not continue. The notice in the Chronicle for the sale of Town Centre land relates to the plans already submitted, the acreage is wrong, type of grassland and incorrect description. Objections to this sale have come from PRALS and there is a rumour that a further village green application is to be made.

Cllr Barron asked the Borough Councillors why a subsidised bus service to Barnsley Hospital, which went from Deepcar and Thurgoland, could not also go via Penistone.  If well publicised it may become viable.  This is to be looked into further.

Cllr Pilkington raised concerns about the potential new windfarm and the affect that it will have on our area during construction.  Cllr Millner outlined the background to the siting of the windfarms.  He also answered questions about the Green Park House site, where any future development must be used for residential care.  

110/07   COMMUNITY PARTNERSHIP UPDATE

Cllr Unsworth reported that the trading arm of the Partnership is looking at a joint venture with a partner.  The final year of leader+ will see some celebration as the Penistone & District Leader + project is one of the smallest yet the most successful in the country.

Cllr Bradbury asked why the Town Council had not been included in the arts week project for later in the summer.  Cllr Unsworth is to look at this.  Cllr Millner suggested a meeting between PDCP and Penistone Town Council to share expertise on the Regeneration project.

111/07   RISK ASSESSMENT 2007/2008

The Clerk and the Mayor presented an outline of this years risk assessment.  The full and comprehensive report is 29 pages long and available at the Community centre for inspection.  Moved by Cllr Webber, seconded by Cllr Hand Davis and RESOLVED that the Risk Assessment 2007/2008 be accepted.

112/07   REQUEST FOR GRANT FUNDING, BULL HOUSE CHAPEL

A request for financial support has been received from the Treasurer of Bull House Chapel. This historic chapel is in need of restoration work amounting to £48k and has obtained a Grant from English Heritage for almost half the cost. Various fundraising activities have taken place and there is still £6500 to find.  A discussion took place with various suggestions.  Moved by Cllr Barron, seconded by Cllr Millner and RESOLVED that a pledge of £3000 be made, to be paid when all funding is in place and the project about to commence.  

113/07  APPOINTMENT OF EXTERNAL AUDITORS. 

For information BDO Stoy Hayward LLP of Southampton have been appointed by the Audit Commission to Penistone Town Council as the external auditor for the next five years.

114/07   NATIONAL SCHOOL

The Clerk and the Mayor have signed the Land Transfer document, which includes clauses, which safeguard the interests of the Council against any future changes in ownership or use of the building.  The Borough Council has produced a License Agreement for the work to take place, access and scaffolding.  This is following a meeting where points were agreed between the clerk and the representatives of the Estates department.

115/07   RESOURCE CENTRE

Moved by Cllr Rusby, seconded by Cllr Millner and RESOLVED that in view of the special nature of the item about to be discussed, it is advisable in the public interest that the press/public be excluded and this item be discussed in the absence of the public and press at the end of the agenda. 

116/07   JOINT STRATEGIC WASTE DEVELOPMENT PLAN 

Barnsley Doncaster and Rotherham Borough Councils have produced a joint Strategic Waste Development plan that is now in its consultation period.  The document can be found on the following website www.barnsley.gov.uk/wastepd, and the period of consultation for any comments is between 4th Feb – 21st March.

117/07   PENISTONE WELL DRESSING 2008

A letter has been received asking for the continued financial support of the Town Council towards the Well Dressing 2008.  The theme this year is ‘Childrens Literature’. Moved by Cllr Lucas, seconded by Cllr Webber and RESOLVED that the Town Council contribute £300 as before.

118/07   PENISTONE SCOUT GROUP

Penistone Scout group have made a request for support from the Town Council either financial or in kind. They would like to make a presentation to the Town Council.  Moved by Cllr Rusby, seconded by Cllr Webber and agreed that the Council write to Steven Roach, group Scout Leader and ask that the presentation be held one evening at the Scout hut.  As many Councillors as are available will attend. 

119/07   ROAD SAFETY, LOW BRIDGE, SHEFFIELD ROAD.

Mr Carnall, Assistant Director of Highways and Engineering has replied to the Town Councils letter. A meeting has already been held between South Yorkshire Police, the traffic and Road safety officers from BMBC and the Bridges team.  As the structure also involves a live railway the matter is also being discussed with network Rail. When the investigation is complete the Town Council will be informed of its outcome.

120/07   LEISURE AND AMENITIES REPORT 

Cllr Pilkington reported briefly on the Leisure and Amenities meeting the previous week as Councillors had a copy of the minutes with them.  The new look Paramount managers report was praised and thanks to Brian for compiling such excellent information. Unfortunately many of the costs are increasing for ice cream and bar stock.  The box office system is being enhanced with a post code module to assist in the marketing strategy.  The foyer is to be redecorated.  The Organ Trust agreement may have to have three facets to the agreement to include storage and the exclusive office space.  The Paramount hire charges have not increased since 2004 and while being supportive of local users groups, it was agreed that due to all the costs increasing there must be minor increases of between 6 and 8%.  We are still awaiting a response from our funding application for the exterior of the building and we have been advised that there may be an additional scheme from where we can apply for money, which has a residue from other projects.

The Community Centre has had all the guttering replaced which is helping with dampness.  A detailed discussion took place regarding the priorities for the work at the Community Centre and the clerk is to obtain further quotes for the damp and the kitchen.
