98/07  DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL INTEREST

None Declared.

99/07  REPORT OF BARNSLEY MEMBERS 

Cllr Hand Davis reported on the windmill developments.  This is part of the Government agenda so there is to be no local policy, however the environment department is looking at the impact they will have.  Following the recent tragic accident on Sheffield Road, a request has been made for traffic lights to be installed as those on Green Road have made an improvement to road safety.  Concerns about the over development of Penistone have been pursued.  There are no plans for any further large scale residential building and this is why a design brief is needed.  Cllr Bradbury asked about Green Park House. Cllr Millner responded that there were a number of talks ongoing at present.  It is likely to be demolished but replaced with a care home providing intermediate and respite care.  The PCT is in talks with a private developer.  The problem is the size of the site. Something substantially bigger to provide the additional services is required to be financially viable.

100/07  COMMUNITY PARTNERSHIP UPDATE 

Cllr Unsworth reported that the Community Partnership had been successful in securing a Venture Capital grant to develop a model for the Springvale project.

101/07  ACCOUNTS TO 31ST DECEMBER 2007 

Moved by Cllr Webber, seconded by Cllr Millner and RESOLVED that the accounts to the 31st December 2007 be approved.

102/07  PROPOSED BUDGET & PRECEPT REQUIRED FOR YEAR END 31/03/09

The clerk presented the analysis of balances, projected year end figures and proposed budget for year end 31st March 2009 including items put forward at the Finance and General purposes committee the previous week, together with anticipated price increases.  

A discussion followed regarding the various proposed projects.  Moved by Cllr Marsh and seconded by Cllr Barron, that the precept be increased by £12k to £102k in order to maintain the required level of reserves.  Moved by Cllr Webber, seconded by Cllr Millner that this increase be doubled to £24k (£114k).  A vote was taken with the majority in favour of the first motion and RESOLVED that the precept be increased to £102k for year end 31st March 2009.

 

103/07  PROPOSAL FOR PENISTONE TO BECOME PLASTIC BAG FREE

A proposal from ‘Penistone Carry-a-Baggers’ had been circulated prior to the meeting for the Town to become plastic bag free. This was generally supported.  Cllr Rusby congratulated the Co-op on providing biodegradable plastic bags and suggested that the Town Council sponsor re-usable bags with the Town Council logo.  The group are to be invited to the March meeting to make a presentation.

104/07  ROAD SAFETY ISSUES

Cllr Pilkington spoke following the recent serious accident on Sheffield Road. This area is a dangerous part of Penistone and there have been several accidents including around the school area. There needs to be a reduction in the speed limit to minimise accidents.  The introduction of speed humps and alerts would help. Placing a weight restriction should also be considered but this could have a detrimental effect on the industries situated off Sheffield Road. Cllr Marsh advised the meeting that the majority of bridges in and around Penistone has the height restrictions only in imperial measurements and that this is very confusing for European drivers and younger drivers who only know metric.  The responsible authorities should ensure that both measurements are displayed. A suggestion at the Area Forum was for white lines to be painted down the centre of the road to guide HGVs correctly. Moved by Cllr Marsh, seconded by Cllr Unsworth and RESOLVED that the Town Council write to Highways about traffic lights, displaying the height restrictions and white guide lines.  

105/07   LEISURE AND AMENITIES REPORT 

Cllr Pilkington  stated there was little to report following the meeting in December and the F & GP meeting that had discussed requirements for the following year in detail.  At present preparations are underway for this years Panto which starts on Thursday.  Unfortunately the Opera production this year by Centre Stage Musicals has had to be cancelled due to ill health.  The Resource Centre is still under discussion and the Clerk has a meeting with the Estates Department this week.
